IN MEMORIAM:

Peter N. Budzilovich — December 27, 1926 — April 27, 2019

Peter Nikolayevich was born on December 27, 1926 in
the city of Gomel, which at the time was one of the regional
centers of the Belorussian Soviet Socialist Republic. The family
escaped the USSR to freedom in August 1943 and sailed to the
U.S. in 1949. P.N. Budzilovich was drafted into the U.S. Army
in 1950 and was honorably discharged as a sergeant in 1952. In
the same year he was accepted to the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology (MIT), completing his studies in 1957 earning a
bachelor’s degree and a master’s degree in electronics. In 1970
he founded his own company, Corporate Technical
Communications (CTC). He was active in the Russian
community and church. In the late 1960s he was one of the
founding members of the Russian-American Society "Otrada",
and was soon elected to their board of directors, and in 1972,
elected as president of Otrada. Peter Nikolayevich wrote a
textbook on Russian history and was actively involved in the
construction committee for the Holy Virgin Protection Church’s
hall. In 1973, he was one of the founders of the Congress of
Russian-Americans (CRA) and was later one of CRA’s
Presidents. P. N. Budzilovich passed away in Nyack, NY on
April 27, Great Saturday, the eve of Pascha and is buried at
Mountain View Russian Orthodox Cemetery in Middleburgh,
Schoharie County, New York.

Boris A. Anissimov — January 20, 1929 — July 24, 2019

Boris Anatolievich Anissimov was born in Pyotigorsk,
in the Soviet Union January 20, 1929 and immigrated to the
U.S. through Germany at the end of World War II. He served in
the U.S. Army in Military Intelligence as a Corporal, and was
stationed in Germany in the early 1950's. He graduated from
U.C. Berkeley with a degree in Electronic Engineering and
worked for various Defense Contractors such as Lockheed and
Dalmo Victor. He served as Vice President of the Congress of
Russian Americans and was founder and director of CRA’s
humanitarian aid programs, after the fall of the Soviet Union.
He died July 24 at his home in Redwood City, California after a
protracted three year struggle with lung cancer. He was a
widower who was married to Valentine (Luhs) Anissimov (who
passed away from a stroke the previous year), and is survived by
his two sons, Misha and Eugene Anissimov. His greatest passion
in life was gourmet food and zinfandel wine. He was cremated
and his ashes spread in a zinfandel vineyard in Calaveras
County, California.

National Russian Children’s Art Competition

This year marked the 250th anniversary of the birth of
prolific Russian fabulist, Ivan A. Krylov. To commemorate his
birthday and his over 200 fables, CRA held a national Russian
Children’s Art Competition. With over 35 Russian schools from
14 states (and students from over 70 cities) competing, the
competition brought in over 700 pieces of artwork from children
in 4 categories: 4-6 years; 7-9 years; 10-13 years and 14-16
years. After the first phase of the competition, which was held
in each school, 1st, 2nd & 3rd place winners’ artwork was
forwarded to CRA. Over 200 pieces of artwork were on
display during the exhibit that took place on May 11, 2019 at the
Social Hall of the Russian American Women’s League.  The
jury was comprised of three local artists, who judged each
artwork on various criteria.  According to them, it was
incredibly difficult to pick out only 3 place winners in each
category, and thus, they were compelled to add an Honorary
Mention in each category. Still, there were a lot of art that
didn’t win, but did merit recognition. It was evident that the
children read and studied the fables that they chose and used a
lot of creativity to capture the fable in their artwork. Following
the exhibit and competition, Russian American Women’s
League, under the leadership of their President, Alexandra
Sabelnik-Whooley invited all participants, children, parents,
teachers to a bountiful buffet reception in honor of the feast of
Easter and to congratulate the participants and winners of the
competition. Each participant received a certification of
participation; winners received winners certificates, ribbons and
gifts. The winners artwork was on exhibit, the next day at the
88th “Day of the Russian Child” and was forwarded to
Argentina for the international competition which took place in
Buenos Aires, during the regional conference of Russian
compatriots of 25 countries of South, Central and North
America, as well as Australia and New Zealand. 1%t and 2nd
place winners from US in the regional competition were from
San Francisco and New York.

Russian Festivals & Other Events

CRA has sponsored numerous festivals, including the
annual Russian Festival at the Russian Center SF (scheduled for
February 21, 22, 23 in 2020), as well as “Taste of Russia” at the
Holy Virgin Cathedral SF (Oct.20, 2019). CRA organized the
program of entertainment which included a variety of Russian
dancers, singers, musicians in traditional Russian costumes.
Festivals are intended to promote Russian culture and traditions
with authentic Russian food, drink, desserts, arts & crafts. CRA
has sponsored other festivals nationwide, incl. Chicago, Los
Angeles, New York, Washington DC and other cities throughout
the U.S.

CRA believes in partnering with community
organizations, and was also one of the sponsors of the All
Cossack's Union SF's annual "OIld Russian New
Year" (represented by CRA director, Victoria Sabelnik), as well
as "Russian Life" newspaper's Harvest Ball (represented by
CRA directors, A. Sinkevitch and M. Danich) commemorating
the newspaper's 95th anniversary.

Youth Conferences:

CRA recommended Eugene Lytnev, a Gold Medal
recipient graduate from Burlingame Russian School, several
years ago, to represent CRA youth from the U.S. at the Youth
Conference in Orenburg August 7-18, 2019. Eugene Lytnev
wrote an article for the Russian Life newspaper about the
conference, the sightseeing provided and the various Russian
youth he met from different countries. This conference is
sponsored by the Russian Federation Ministry of Foreign Affairs
and other CRA youth have attended conferences in previous
years, in such cities/countries as Moscow, St.Petersburg, Kazan
and Sofia, Bulgaria upon CRA’s recommendation. Youth must
be able to speak Russian well enough to speak at the conference
and write a follow-up report in Russian.

Internship Program at CRA

CRA encourages Russian American youth to volunteer
and participate in the CRA office and community events.
Several of our CRA youth, as well as from other organizations,
such as scouts & Russian schools have collected signatures for
CRA sponsored petitions, some have volunteered at the CRA
office, as well as staffing CRA table at festivals and other
events. Each volunteer receives volunteer credit for their high
school volunteer program, as well as acquires skills and
experience for their future and can include this work on their
resume’. Any student who wishes to volunteer, can contact the
CRA office. We appreciate this help and involvement and
believe that this builds leadership and mentoring skills in our
Russian American youth.

Russian School Graduations

CRA annually supports Russian-American youth by
participating in graduations at Russian schools, by giving
congratulatory letters and complementary memberships to the
graduates. Gold and Silver Medal recipients also receive an
award certificate and a stipend. This year, CRA director,
Michael Danich congratulated and presented the awards to the
Burlingame Russian School to the graduates, Olivia Baksheeff,
Walter Motoviloff, Christopher Ching & David Dubinsky-
Nadelson at the White Ball on June 9. CRA extends its
congratulations to all graduates throughout the various Russian
schools in the U.S., for their completion and fine achievements
in Russian studies — language, literature, history and scriptures.
CRA encourages all students to continue their memberships by
renewing annually, and thus be eligible for scholarship for
colleges and university.

CRA Scholarship Program

As part of Congress of Russian Americans programs
for youth, CRA members’ graduate students in good-standing
can apply for scholarship to university or college. Criteria for
CRA scholarship are not just CRA membership and high GPA,
but active volunteers in the CRA and the Russian American
community. CRA encourages youth to preserve the Russian
language and spiritual and cultural heritage and by volunteering
for Russian American community events, they preserve their
language and learn skills to become future leaders.

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CRA CHAPTERS

Members of the CRA Chicago Chapter, Lydia Swenton
and Igor Alexeev visited the CRA Los Angeles Chapter and met
with some of the LA CRA Chapter members. In addition to
attending the liturgy at the Holy Virgin Mary Russian Orthodox
Cathedral on Micheltorena Street in Los Angeles, CRA Chapter
member, Ludmila Petlitskaya introduced them to Archpriest
Nazari Polataiko, rector of the church.  They learned of the
history of the church, including some of its famous parishioners,
including Sergei Rachmaninoff and Natalie Wood, and visited
the newly established museum, outlining the history of Russians
in Los Angeles. Both CRA Chapters discussed membership,
events, projects and possible cooperation between the two
chapters, as well as work with government officials, both US
and Russian.

On Sunday, November 10, the Chicago CRA chapter
presented a program at the Holy Virgin Protection Cathedral in
Des Plaines, IL. The theme of the presentation was "Fort Ross
- the Russian fortress in California", as well as an overview of
the 45th anniversary CRA celebration in San Francisco. The
presentation was prepared and given by Igor Alekseev, with the
aid of Lydia Swenton. Besides the historical information
regarding Fort Ross, Igor showed videos of Fort taken using a
drone in 2018. The presentation provoked interest and
discussion.

"Russian Arts & Culture Month" in Los Angeles

The City of West Hollywood’s Russian-speaking

community representing approximately 11 percent of the City’s
population celebrated “Russian Arts and Culture Month” during
the month of May. Events throughout the month brought to life
the cultural and creative identity of the Russian-speaking
community by presenting programming highlighting its rich
visual and performing arts, language, and history.
Some of the events included a tour of West Hollywood on May
4, outlining the history, architecture and famous West
Hollywood residents. That evening, a “Maysky Classical Night”
was held, featuring music of Tchaikovsky, Giler, Arensky,
Drubich and more performed by world-renowned Russian stars
of the classical music scene.

On Sunday, May 5, Victory Day in Europe was
commemorated with Immortal Regiment march, marking the
end of the Nazi regime in Germany and the defeat of the
German army in Europe. May 7 is the remembrance of an
estimated 50 million people who lost their lives over the course
of World War II. The City of West Hollywood participated along
with numerous other organizations in the Immortal Regiment
March honoring the veterans of Victory Day.

On Saturday, May 18 was the opening reception of the
exhibit “Exiles, Protesters, Envoys: Russian History in
Photographs” The exhibit ran through May 24, tracing the
history of Russian immigration to Los Angeles from the early
1900s to the dissolution of the Soviet Union in 1991. The
exhibit, held in Plummer Park held special meaning, as it is
located in the heart of West Hollywood’s Russian community.
This exhibition (as were the events during the Russian Arts &
Culture month) was created with the support of the Russian
Advisory Board and the City of West Hollywood and featured
images from five different archival collections: Library of
Congress, Los Angeles Public Library, UCLA, USC, and The
United States Holocaust Memorial Museum. The timeline for
the Russian community of Los Angeles was imagined and
developed by historian and CRA director in Los Angeles, Ivan
Podvalov.

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HUMANITARIAN AID & MEDICAL PROGRAMS:
Fundraisers for Charity

CRA sponsored numerous community events &
fundraisers for various programs, projects & charities, which
included sponsorship of the Russian Imperial Ball in Los
Angeles on February 23, as well as of the Russian Nobility
Association. Annual Spring Ball on March 1. Funds raised from
both charity balls went to various charitable organizations that
provide food, shelter and medical treatment for disadvantaged
and disabled children and families in Russia, Europe and the
U.S. Funds also provide direct aid to orphanages, indigent
elderly and others in need.

CRA is one of the sponsors of the annual Day of the
Russian Child, raising funds for needy, orphaned, handicapped
and underprivileged Russian children. The 88™ Day of the
Russian Child was held at the Russian Center SF on Sunday,
May 12. The Russian Children’s Welfare Society hosts the
annual fundraising festival of Russian children to raise funds for
handicapped, impoverished, orphaned Russian children in
Russia, U.S. and other countries. CRA sponsors the Prince and
Princess competition, where local Russian community children
collect funds towards these needy children. The children are
then crowned Prince and Princess of the Day of the Russian
Child. Among the different activities featured during the
festival are various Russian children’s groups, singing, dancing,
musicians, plays and poetry. The event promotes Russian
language and culture, as well as instills a sense of helping less-
fortunate Russian Children through the world.

Congress of Russian Americans and Russian American
Women’s League (RAWL) were sponsors of the recent Russian
Imperial Charity Ball, held at the Russian Center SF on
Saturday, September 14, 2019. The charity ball was intended to
raise funds for CRA’s “Dunya Fund”, the St. George Pathfinders
Russian Scouts, as well as the Russian Children Benevolent
Society in Los Angeles. CRA, along with RAWL, organized a
silent auction to include funds raised from the auction towards
the humanitarian aid for Dunya Bykon, daughter of Father
Alexei (rector of St.Nicholas Cathedral in SF), who was born
with Spina Bifida and requires further medical support,
treatment and surgery to enable her to walk. Funds raised by
CRA already sponsored a medical procedure for Dunya, but
more treatments and surgeries are required. Anyone wishing to
make additional donations to this fund (or to any other
humanitarian programs), can send them directly to CRA as
indicated on the back of the bulletin.

Family Support

CRA was able to deliver Family Support to Moscow,
donated by one of CRA’s long-time CRA members. CRA is no
longer able to send funds to Russia unless they are delivered
personally with a complete paper trail to satisfy now imposed
restrictions by both US and Russia.

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U.S.-RUSSIA RELATIONS:
Conferences, Forums and Meetings

N.Sabelnik was interviewed by various news and film
crews from US and Russia, regarding the decision to remove the
murals by Russian artist, Victor Arnautoff, from George
Washington High School in San Francisco. CRA represents
Russian Americans in the Coalition Against Removal of the
Murals, and N.Sabelnik is on the committee. The latest decision
was not to remove, but to cover the murals. However, decision
was made by the committee to put this on the November ballot,
so that no further removal of any murals throughout the city, as
they are regarded as art and history, and this cannot be erased.
A petition will be available for signature by San Francisco
registered voters, so that this can be put on the ballot officially.

CRA also continues to gather signatures on the petition
against renaming Russian Fort Elizabeth on the island of Kauai
in Hawaii. CRA held a 200 year commemoration of the fortress
in 2017, and since then, groups in Kauai want to remove the
Russian name from the Fort, and include different historical
references in the stands that they plan to erect at the fort. We
urge those, who have not signed the petition to do so at CRA
website. Print out a copy and have your church or organization
collect signatures to send to CRA office.

N.Sabelnik attended the World Council of Russian
Compatriots meeting in Moscow in May, as a member,
representing the U.S. At the same time, she flew to Krasnoyarsk
by personal invitation of the mayor to participate in meetings
with Krasnoyarsk Region officials (governor’s office), as well as
Krasnoyarsk city administration, and to take part in their
conference and festival on their social & humanitarian issues.
During the conference, where N.Sabelnik was a guest speaker,
the auditorium, seating over 1000 people was filled to capacity,
showing how many citizens of Krasnoyarsk were interested in
these programs.  N.Sabelnik reported that she was pleasantly
and unexpectedly surprised how Krasnoyarsk was focusing on
aid to seniors, handicapped, people with disabilities and
mobility issues and all the programs they now had in place, as
well as an emphasis on volunteerism, including middle-aged
volunteers, teens and children. This was something that CRA
had hoped for when they first started their humanitarian aid after
the fall of the Soviet Union.

The city of Krasnoyarsk and CRA have shared
common goals, projects and work for nearly 10 years.
N.Sabelnik established a relationship with Krasnoyarsk city
administration in 2011, when she facilitated city official VIP
visits in 2012 for the Fort Ross Bicentennial celebrations. Since
then, there has been other exchange and participation in other
events and projects. Natalie Sabelnik’s participation in projects,
significant for Krasnoyarsk, became the main subjects of the
meeting with Mayor Eryomin — preserving the memory of
commodore Nikolai Rezanov, who is buried in Krasnoyarsk;
interaction of US & Russia along the Alaska-Siberia route. As
next year approaches, it is important to note how US & Russia
were allies in WWII and the Alaska-Siberia route is an excellent
example of this. Mayor Sergey Eryomin thanked Natalie
Sabelnik for the visit and all discussed initiatives: “We are ready
to support the ideas, to participate, help with the organization of
cultural exchange.”

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N.Sabelnik attended the Fort Ross Harvest Festival on
Oct.5, and the Fort Ross Dialogue on Oct.6 at the
Commonwealth Club. The dialogue followed a meeting of
KSORS council members, who flew in for a meeting with
participation of Ambassador A. 1. Antonov. In the evening, all
were invited to a VIP dinner sponsored by Fort Ross Dialogue
at the Russian Center SF.

On Oct. 27, N. Sabelnik flew to Moscow to attend the
World Council of Compatriots meeting on Oct.30 and the
Thematic Conference which was held on Oct.31-Nov.l.
N.Sabelnik spoke at the historical preservation section and was
part of the editorial committee. Nov.1-5, N.Sabelnik attended
the Assembly of Russkyi Mir in Yaroslavl (section on Russian
Orthodox Church) with emphasis on preserving Russian
language & culture. Nov.5-7, N.Sabelnik met with Director of
the Solzhenitsyn House of Russians Abroad, V. A. Moskvin,
was presented with a tour of the new museum, by their
historical expert, .Domnin and attended the opening of their
Film Festival.

Since the closing of the Russian Consulate in San
Francisco (2017) and Seattle (2018), CRA President, Natalie
Sabelnik has been invited to various Consulate receptions,
representing the Russian American community, including the
Philippine Consulate, Chinese and Kazakhstan, as well as a
Consular reception of introduction of Consul Generals by the
US Dept. of State.

As a reminder, no CRA funds are used for travel.
Travel is either paid by the organization inviting CRA or by the
CRA director or representative themselves.

WASHINGTON DC REPRESENTATION

The Russian Community Council of the U.S.
(KSORS) held a conference in June in Washington DC. CRA
Pres., N.Sabelnik. no-longer chair, but member of this council,
attended the forum and spoke on preservation of historical and
cultural heritage, as was done by the Russians fleeing Imperial
Russia (and the countries where they sought refuge until
coming to the U.S.). Conference included Ambassador A.l.
Antonov, members of the Embassy, RF & Moscow officials
and other numerous Russian-American community
organizations from various US states, discussing concerns and
areas of opportunities for consolidation. Following the forum,
participants attended the “Russia Days” reception at the
Russian Embassy. N.Sabelnik also met with Washington DC
representative, Xenia Woyevodsky and discussed opportunities
for organizing a CRA chapter in Washington DC.

X.Woyevodsky continues to work with Sam Eskenazi,
director of the Coalition for the National Museum of the
American People. CRA is chair of the Leadership group to
represent the Russian ethnic community with X.Woyevodsky
representing CRA, who work on the project with NMAP.
CRA was one of the original organizations to represent the
Russian American people in the Coalition for the National
Museum of the American People, continues to encourage other
Russian organizations and community leaders to join the
coalition. The coalition currently consists of more than 250
ethnic, national and private non-profit organizations in
association with 19 religious and immigration/ refugee
organizations and 144 scholars supporting creation of the
museum. The National Museum is a proposed museum to be
built in Washington DC. Its plan is to tell the story of the
making of all the American People including the migration and
immigration stories of all Americans.
